Working legally in the UK

Unless you have a British or European Union passport you will need a visa to work in the UK. C&M Travel Recruitment are not able to
process your visa application however we do have tips and links on getting your visa. When you contact your local British Consulate you
may be asked to provide proof that you are actively seeking work in the UK. In this case, we will be happy to provide you with a letter to
confirm that you have registered with us and are on our database. Simply send us your CV and a brief email outlining your proposed travel
dates and plans and any queries.

It is worth remembering that if you have a 2 year working visa, you may only accept temporary contract employment. If you have a 4 year
ancestry visa, you may accept temporary or permanent employment.
